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Eligibility for Admission

a. Candidate should have completed 17 years of age @& December of the admission year.

b. Aggregate marks should be calculated based onab® griteria adopted by the concerned
Board conducting the qualifying examination. Caatkd for admission to the course shall
have passed the Higher secondary examination ctewlbby Board of Higher Secondary
Education, Govt. of Kerala or Examinations recogdizquivalenthere to by the Kerala
University of Health Sciences through full time uéay mode of study with 50% marks in
aggregate for Physics, Chemistry and Biology pgetoer and separate minimum pass
marks for Physics, Chemistry and Biology. Aggregateks should be calculated based on
the pass criteria adopted by the concerned Boardumting the qualifying examination.

c. Relaxation of marks and age in the qualifying exmton for SC/ST, Socially and
Educationally Backward Communities (SEBC), difféhgrabled candidates, or any other
categories as fixed by the competent authority.

d. Candidate shall be Citizen of India, if not othesgvexempted by competent authority.

e. Candidate shall be medically fit for undergoing toeirse.

f. In case of Grade system, Grade to percentage dfsntanversion scheme obtained from
University/Board should be submitted along with dpplication.

M ode of selection to the course

a. The selection of students for the course shall eetrbased, ensuring transparency and
fairness. The process shall be as decided by thepetent authority approved by the
Government of India / Government of Kerala and Kerala University of Health Sciences

b. The cut-off date of admission shall be as presdripeGovernment of Kerala and / or KUHS

Registration of students

This mandatory requirentamnot be diluted under any

circumstances, including maternity/medical leave.

. The Head of the institution should submit Attendamerformance Certificate(APC) for

each candidate on the satisfactory completion & ¢lourse before registering for

examination of each year

Condonation of shortage of Attendance

Condonation of shortage of attendance on gerqroends, for a subject/subjects (in theory
or in practical or both) up to a maximum of 5% t&ngranted once during the entire course
period. The Principals/ Heads of Institutions angpewered to granting condonation for
shortage of attendance on recommendation by Heafi{sg Department under intimation
to KUHS and with the prescribed fee.

Transfer during cour se and internship

a. Transfer of students to other institutions withinooitside the state shall not be permitted
normally during the course and internship.

b. In exceptional cases, the University reservesitiie to apply discretion and consider such
transfers, subject to the KUHS Ordinance in force.

Duration per mitted for completion of the cour se

The duration of course is four years including gear compulsory rotating internship.

Maximum duration permitted for completion of theucge shall be eight years including

internship (double the normal course duration iditig internship).
Internal Assessment [Conducted by college]

a. There shall be a minimum of 3 periodic assessméntfheory and practical including viva
separately, of similar maximum marks of which thealf one will be University model
examination (to familiarize the examination pattefiKUHS).

b. These are minimum required numbers, but more exaims can be scheduled by
departments.

c. Average of the marks of the best two periodic assests shall be taken as internal
assessment mark of the candidate.

d. The class average of internal assessment markoifitland practical should not exceed 75%




of Maximum marks for regular examinations and 8@¥osupplementary examination.

. The class average of internal assessment for an skall be calculated based on the total

number of candidates in a particular batch appgafor that internal assessment
examination.

The candidate must secure the minimum 50% marksfemal assessment in theory and
practical separately in each subject in order toeligible to appear in the university

The University may grant a maximum of 5 marks opasUniversity regulations as grace
mark, either in a subject alone or distribute ibagn subjects (theory/practical/viva/internal

assessment) so as to make the candidate eligibdefass of a subject/subjects.

. The granting of grace mark is at the discretiothefconcerned pass board constituted by

the Controller of Examinations and will not be tight of the candidate.

Criteriafor promotion

A candidate having 80% attendance in theory and 8@&tmdance in Practical/ clinical, in
each subject separately and minimum required iateassessment marks in theory and
practical in all the subjects and registered fameation shall be eligible for promotion to

next higher class up to Third year.

. The candidate shall be eligible for promotion tarfb year only after passing all the

Subjects/Papers of First, Second & Third year.

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Issuance of Mark List and Certificates

a. The mark list shall bear the date of publicatiornthef results of the concerned examination
and the passed candidate shall be deemed to hasedothe examination on that date.

b. Digitally signed Mark lists for each examinatiordiswnloadable from the website after the
declaration of results.

c. Consolidated mark list shall be issued on requgst payment of the required fee, once the
candidate has been declared to have passed iheakxaminations of the course. The
consolidated mark list will have the name of exaation in which the candidate has passed
and the subject with the details of the marks satur

d. The “provisional degree certificate” shall be issaéter successful completion of the course,
passing all the subjects and completing internske. provisional degree certificate will be
valid for a period of one year from the date ofiesssf the same or the till the issue of degree
certificate, whichever is earlier.

e. The Degree Certificate shall be issued only aftecessful completion of course, passing
all the examinations and completing Internship.

Internship
The course includes One-year Compulsory Rotatirtgriiship. The date of joining of
internship shall be immediately after the declaraof results i.e. within ten days. The period
of completion of Internship shall not be more tloae and a half years from the date of joining
of internship. Otherwise the students shall getdooation of break of internship from the
University.
Transcript
Transcript shall be issued by the Kerala Universityealth Sciences in the model format
approved by the University.
Stipend
Stipend shall be as per the regulations of theeStatvernment Orders or directions from time
to time
Eligibility for award of Degree
a. A candidate who passes all subjects of the courdeeampletes the internship successfully
shall be eligible for the award of degree during éimsuing convocation.
b. Degree is awarded under Faculty of Allied HealtieSces.
Saving Clause
Wherever these Course Regulations are silent onpanycular aspect of the Course, the
stipulations made in the Academic Regulations afbkeUniversity of Health Sciences inforce

shall apply mutatis mutandis.
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
