These regulations
are applicable for all students admitted to BSc idedViicrobiology course from thedmission
year 2024.

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‘KUHS’ or ‘University’ means Kerala University of éalth Sciences

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Eligibility for Admission
Candidate shall have completed 17 years of aga & ®@ecember of the admission year.
Candidates for admission to the course shall hagsqa the Higher secondary examination
conducted by Board of Higher Secondary EducatiooytGof Kerala or Examinations
recognized equivalent there to by the Kerala Uit of Health Sciences through full time
regular mode of study with 50% marks in aggregaté>hysics, Chemistry and Biology put
together and separate minimum pass marks for PhyShemistry and Biology. Aggregate
marks should be calculated based on the passiaradopted by the concerned Board
conducting the qualifying examination.
Relaxation of marks and age in the qualifying exstnon for SC/ST, Socially and
Educationally Backward Communities (SEBC), diffahgrabled candidates, or any other
categories as fixed by the competent authority.
Candidate shall be Citizen of India, if not othesvexempted by competent authority.
Candidate shall be medically fit for undergoing toeirse.
In case of Grade system, Grade to percentage dsntanversion scheme obtained from
University/Board should be submitted along with application.
M ode of selection to the course
a. The selection of students for the course shall eetrbased, ensuring transparency and
fairness. The process shall be as decided by thgetent authority approved by the
Government of India / Government of Kerala and Kerala University of Health Sciences
b. The cut-off date of admission shall be as presdripeGovernment of Kerala and / or KUHS
Number of seats
As decided by KUHS from time to time.
Academic Requirementsfor conduct of course
Minimum Standard Requirements for offering the seum terms of land, infrastructure,
equipment, clinical materials, teaching facilitgctiity and other human resources etc. shall be
as per the MSR of the Course prescribed by KUH® fiime to time.
Registration of students
a. KUHS shall register / admit students, only to tlmeirses and institutions affiliated and
recognized by KUHS.
b. Every College/ Institution shall complete the ba$tails entry of the admitted students in
the University portal on or before the cut-off dptescribed by KUHS.

c. Principal / Head of the Institution shall compléte student registration in the University
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portal by entering the details required by the @mity therein, of each student.

. After completing the entries, the Principal / Heafdthe Institution shall download the

consolidated report along with the student redisingoroforma of each student and forward

the same to the University.

. Principal / Head of the Institution shall be resgibte for the genuineness of contents entered

in the student registration proforma and relatatestents uploaded in the University portal.

. A declaration in the prescribed format shall beoagked by the Principal / Head of the

Institution in the University portal. The hard coplydeclaration in original and the copies
of the documents prescribed by KUHS/Government tberocompetent authority with
regards to registration of the students, shalldsedrded to the University along with the
consolidated report.

Course Fee
As stipulated by the Government of Keft&UHS from time to time
Syllabus and Medium of instruction
Syllabus shall be prescribed by KUHS from time tmet Medium of instruction and
examinations shall be in English.
Attendance and course period
a. The duration of the course is 4 years.
. Minimum number of working days shall not be lesstl240 days in an academic year.

. Minimum 80% attendance in theory and 80% attendameactical/ clinical, in each subject

separately in each year for appearing universigngrations. This mandatory requirement

cannot be diluted under any circumstances, incuthaternity/medical leave.

. The attendance shall be calculated at least ondihtydasis and displayed on notice board.
. The Head of the institution should submit Attendamerformance Certificate(APC) for

each candidate on the satisfactory completion & ¢ourse before registering for

examination of each year.

Condonation of shortage of Attendance

Condonation of shortage of attendance on genumengis, for a subject/subjects (in theory
or in practical or both) up to a maximum of 5% t&ngranted once during the entire course
period. The Principals/ Heads of Institutions amgpewered to granting condonation for
shortage of attendance on recommendation by Heafifsg Department under intimation
to KUHS and with the prescribed fee.

Along with the application for Registration in tBamination, The Principal/Head of the
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Institution should give an undertaking that the didate has not availed previously this
facility.
A Register showing the details of Condonation grdrghall be maintained in the office of
the Principal of the colleges, which shall be sotgéd to verification by the authorized
officers of the University.

L eave and Holidays

As prescribed by the Government of Kerala / KUHSrfrtime to time.

Monitoring L earning Progress.

a. It shall be the responsibility of every Collegefingion to see that the learning process of
students admitted are monitored and assessed.

b. The monthly attendance statement of each batctuafents shall be forwarded to the
University before the 7th of the succeeding month.

c. The marks of all Internal Assessment Examinatidral e forwarded to the University
within 7 days of declaration of the results of thrdernal Assessment Examinations.

Transfer during course

a. Transfer of students to other institutions withinooitside the state shall not be permitted
normally during the course

b. In exceptional cases, the University reservesitiie to apply discretion and consider such
transfers, subject to the KUHS Ordinance in force.

Duration permitted for completion of the course
The duration of course is Four years. Maximum domapermitted for completion of the
course shall be Eight years. (Double the normatsmduration)

I nter nal assessment [conducted by college]

a. There shall be a minimum of 3 periodic assessménttheory and practical including viva
separately, of similar maximum marks of which tiealf one will be University model
examination (to familiarize the examination pattefiKUHS).

b. These are minimum required numbers, but more exarims can be scheduled by
departments.

c. Average of the marks of the best two periodic assests shall be taken as internal
assessment mark of the candidate.

d. The class average of internal assessments maheofyt and practical should not exceed
75% of Maximum marks for regular examinations a@#gor supplementary examination.

e. The class average of internal assessment for an sRall be calculated based on the total




number of candidates in a particular batch appgafior that internal assessment
examination.

f. The candidate must secure the minimum 50% marksfemal assessment in theory and
practical separately in each subject in order toeligible to appear in the university
examination of the subject.

1.17. GraceMark

a. University may grant a maximum of 5 marks or as\piversity regulations as grace mark,
either in a subject alone or distribute it amondpject (theory/practical/viva/internal
assessment) so as to make the candidate eligibtesiabject pass or whole pass.

b. The granting of grace mark is at the discretiothefconcerned pass board constituted by
the Controller of Examinations.

1.18. Criteriafor promotion
a. A candidate having 80% attendance in theory and 8@&tndance in Practical/ clinical, in
each subject separately and minimum required iateassessment marks in theory and
practical in all the subjects and registered famation shall be eligible for promotion to
next higher class up to final year.
b. The candidates shall be eligible to register foalfiyear examination only after passing all
the Subjects/Papers of previous years.
1.19 Carry over benefit

1.20 Issueof Mark Listsand Certificates
a. The mark list shall bear the date of publicatiortha results of the concerned examination

The
consolidated mark list will have the name of exaation in which the candidate has passed
and the subject with the details of the marks satur

d. The “provisional degree certificate” shall be issaéter successful completion of the course,
passing all the subjects. The provisional degregficate will be valid for a period of one
year from the date of issue of the same or théhillissue of degree certificate, whichever
Is earlier.

e. The Degree Certificate shall be issued only aftecessful completion of course, passing
all the examinations.

Attempt/Chance
a. If a student registers for an examination and faéds to attend the whole examination, then
it will not be considered as an attempt /chance.
b. Partial appearance at any University examinatiaall $fe counted as an availed attempt/

chance.
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Partial Appearancein Examinations
Partial appearance is permitted in University exeations, provided,
a.If the candidate satisfies attendance requiremémtsall subjects of the respective
examination, including the subjects in which thedidate is not appearing
b. If the candidate has the required Internal Asseesmuarks for the subject which the
candidate is appearing for.
Condonation of Break of Study
Condonation of Break of Study shall be permittedpas the condition stipulated by the
University from time to time.

Saving Clause
